RCM provides recommendations for preventive maintenance tasks, including
frequency, design changes, and equipment and process improvements. RCM can be used to
determine whether implementing new technology, such as predictive maintenance (PdM), or
updating installed hardware is necessary or cost effective. Originally conceived in the 1960’s to
develop preventive maintenance programs for commercial aircraft, the RCM process has been
refined and applied in virtually every industry over the past four decades.
